DeepRipping to
Address Soll
Compaction

his year, several paddocks at

Urrbrae were deep ripped in

autumn to help overcome the
effects of soil compaction and water
runoff. The predominant soil type on
the Urrbrae farm is a retbrown earth
clay which can set hard in summer.
The topography of theaim rises
gently to the east and becomes
steeper toward the soutieast
corner.

Compacted soils can be a problem if

heavy rain is experienced, such as the

60mm rain event at Urrbrae in
November 2023, that caused most of
the rain to run offg to the lowest

point on the farm. After this
significant event, we discussed
management steps we could take to
reduce runoff and retain the moisture
in the paddocks for longer. Soil

compaction is essentially the absence

of air spaces (pores) in a paddock,
which reducestie infiltration rate
during heavy rain. Vegetation cover,
mulch, and an uneven soil surface all
serve to improve how fast water can
enter soil and keep the moisture
